Top tips

o Talk about time - Discuss what time things happen. When does
your child wake up? What time do they eat breakfast? Make
sure that you have an analogue clock visible in your house or that
your child wears a watch with hands.

e Ask your child the time regularly - You could also give your child
some responsibility for watching the clock: "The cakes need to
come out of the oven at quarter past four” or "We need to leave
the house at half past eight.”

® Double your fours -Multiplying a number by 8 is the same as
multiply by 4 and then doubling the answer. 8 x 4 = 32 and double
32 is 64, s0 8 x 8= 64,

® Five six seven eight-fifty-six is seven times eight (56 = 7 x 8).
